The Anti-Doping Rules of NADA are adopted and
implemented in conformity with NADA's
responsibilities under the Code, and are in furtherance
of NADA's continuing efforts to eradicate doping in
India. The Code defines NADA as “The entity
designated by India as possessing the primary
authority to adopt and implement anti-doping rules,
direct the collection of samples, the management of
test results, and the conduct of hearings, all at the
national level.

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DOPE TESTING

The Anti Doping Disciplinary Panel: The panel is
headed by retired District and Session Judge with
members from legal, medical and sports background.
During the year 2018 -19, total 81 cases were decided
and the athletes were imposed applicable sanctions.

The Anti Doping Appeal Panel: The panel is headed
by a retired High Court Judge and Sr. Advocate of
Supreme Court who act as Chairman/Vice Chairman,
and members are eminent persons from medical and
sports field. During the year 2018 -19, the Panel
decided 15 cases.

Asian Games, Jakarta 2018

In the run up to the Asian Games held in Jakarta in
August 2018, the National Anti-Doping Agency
(NADA) tested as many as 498 Indian athletes, which
was the largest testing conducted by NADA before
any international games. Out of these, 54 Indian
athletes who were training abroad in preparation for
the Asian Games, were got tested by NADA in various
countries including Czech Republic, Netherlands,
Finland, Germany, Thailand and Bhutan.

Para-Asian Games Testing

Out of 442 samples collected during month of
September, 72 such athletes selected to participate in
Para-Asian Games were tested by NADA belonging to
sports disciplines like Athletics, Judo, Badminton,
Aquatics and Powerlifting.

Dope Control Program during the Khelo India
Youth Games 2019, Pune

NADA has implemented a full-fledged Dope Control
Program covering Dope Sample Collection, Mass
Awareness Program for athletes and Independent
Observer program during the Khelo India Youth
Games 2019 held at Pune. A total of 476 dope samples
have been collected during the games in all the
disciplines, including urine and blood samples.
Independent Observers from various parts of the
country were involved in monitoring of the quality of
dope sample collection.
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DOPE TESTING

During the year 2018-19, NADA has conducted 4348 dope tests including 466 blood tests of sportspersons for
dope analysis purpose. The samples were collected in various championships held all across India as well as during
the training camps organized by Sports Authority of India centers and other sports bodies, and also out of
competition.

Separate Audit Report of the Comptroller & Auditor General of India on the accounts of
National Anti Doping Agency, New Delhi for the year ended 31 March 2019

We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of National Anti Doping Agency (NADA), New
Delhi as at 31 March 2019, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments Account
for the year ended on that date, under Section 20 (1) of the Comptroller & Auditor General’s
(Duties, Powers & Conditions of Service) Act, 1971. The audit has been entrusted for the
period up to 2019-20. These financial statements are the responsibility of NADA’s
management. Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based
on our audit.

2 This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller & Auditor
General of India (CAG) on the accounting treatment only with regard to classification,
conformity with the best accounting practices, accounting standards and disclosure norms, etc.
Audit observations on financial transactions with regard to compliance with the Law, Rules
and Regulations (Propriety and Regularity) and efficiency-cum-performance aspects, etc., if
any, are reported through Inspection Reports/CAG’s Audit Reports separately.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally
accepted in India. These standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain
reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free from material
misstatements. An audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidence supporting the amounts
and disclosures in the financial statements. An audit also includes assessing the accounting
principles used and significant estimates made by management as well as evaluating the overall
presentation of financial statements. We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for

our opinion.
1 Based on our audit, we report that:
(i) We have obtained all the information and explanations which to the best of our

knowledge and belief were necessary for the purpose of our audit except for comment
to this Report;

(ii)  The Balance Sheet, Income & Expenditure/Receipts & Payments Account dealt with
by this report have been drawn up in the Uniform Format of Accounts approved by the
Ministry of Finance.

(iii) In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records have been
maintained by NADA in so far as it appears from our examination of such books except
for comment made in the Report.

(iv)  We further report that:

A. Balance Sheet

A.l1  Assets

A.l.1 Current Assets (Schedule-11) — Rs, 1.66 crore

A.1.1.1 NADA made a payment of Rs. 1.17 crore as India’s contribution to the World Anti-

Doping Agency (WADA) for the year 2019 during 2018-19 in one installment. In this regard,

NADA received a grant of Rs. 1 crore from the Ministry of Youth Affairs & Sports. The

difference of Rs. 0.17 crore on account of WADA contribution was borne by NADA subject

to its recoupment by the Ministry. This excess payment of Rs. 0.17 crore should have been
depicted as amount receivable under Current Assets. This resulted into overstatement of

Expenditure and understatement of Current Assets by Rs. 0.17 crore.

B Income & Expenditure Account

B.1  During the year 2018-19, NADA received grant of Rs. 7.95 crore from the Ministry of

Youth Affairs and Sports to meet out the expenditure of its regular activities. Instead of

showing this amount under the Income & Expenditure Account, it was depicted under

Earmarked/Endowment Fund (Sch. 3) in the Balance Sheet. This resulted into understatement

of Income and overstatement of Earmarked/Endowment Fund by Rs. 7.95 crore.

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C.1  An amount of Rs. 90.00 lakh (Rs. 50 lakh for GIA-General and Rs. 40 lakh for GIA-
Salary) was sanctioned to NADA by the Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports on 30.03.2019
and was shown as Receipt for the year 2018-19 in the Receipt & Payment Account of NADA.
However, this amount was actually received by NADA in the subsequent year i.e. 2019-20
(April 2019). This has resulted into overstatement of Current Assets-Bank Balance by Rs. 90
lakh. .

D General

D.1  NADA changed its accounting policy from 2011-12 and the funds amounting to Rs.
8.59 crore, depicted under Capital Fund (Schedule 1) were transferred to Endowment Fund
(Schedule-3). Due to the change in the policy, NADA started depicting the grants received
[rom the Ministry under Endowment Fund (Schedule-3) for the expenditure on general
activities af NADA. The change in accounting policy was in contravention of the Uniform
Format of Accounts issued by the Ministry of Finance.

D.2 NADA has not made provisions for retirement benefits on actuarial basis in
contravention of Accounting Standard 15 issued by ICAL

E Grants-in-aid:

During the year 2018-19, NADA received grants-in-aid of Rs. 11.25 crore from the
Ministry of Youth Affairs & Sports. It had Rs. 1.06 crore unspent balance of previous year.
Besides, NADA also had other receipts of Rs. 0.59 crore during the year. Out of the total
available funds of Rs. 12.90 crore, NADA utilized Rs. 11.34 crore, leaving an unspent balance
of Rs. 1.56 crore at the year end.

F Management Letter:

Deficiencies, which have not been included in the Audit Report, have been brought to
the notice of the NADA through a management letter issued separately for remedial/corrective
action.

v. Subject to our observations in the preceding paragraphs, we report that the Balance
Sheet, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments Account dealt with by this
report are in agreement with the books of accounts.

Vi. In our opinion and to the best of our information and according to the explanation given
to us, the said financial statements, read together with the Accounting Policies and Notes on
Accounts, and subject to the significant matters stated above and other matters mentioned in
Annexure to this Audit Report, give a true and fair view in conformity with accounting
principles generally accepted in India:

a. In so far as they relate to the Balance Sheet of the state of affairs of National Anti
Doping Agency as at 31 March 2019; and
b. In so far as they relate to the Income and Expenditure Account of the deficit for the year

ended on that date.
